SEX USED AS A WEAPON
SEERSGATE IS LEADING:

Sexual outlets are to come freely through the marriage covenant that you are in with
your husband or wife. God established the marriage covenant for several reasons. One is
so that each will have their mate to join in with, to bring each other sexual pleasure. Just
read the book Song of Solomon in God’s Holy Word, and there you will see that He wants
a married couple to freely enjoy each other and take a moment to explore each other’s
bodies.

Even just reading this would cause great embarrassment for some of you. Your way truly
is under the false impression that God cannot see you on your couch or bed in a dark
room, fondling that person. But surely, He can see in the deepest night as if it were
daytime. I know that God is everywhere, and He never sleeps. He wants you to be honest
with Him about what you want in a marriage relationship.

I keep bringing up marriage to develop the concrete thought that Yahweh created sex
for the marriage bed. Sex brings a husband and wife together in a way that should not
be duplicated with any other. When you violate the marriage vow, it not only causes deep
pain in the person who feels betrayed but also creates a rift between you and God'’s love,
making it difficult to feel His presence in an intimate way.

God will always love you, even when you are sinful, misbehaving, or just thinking about
it. You can never have enough good works to win God over. Yahweh is looking at your
heart and whether you seek Him with motives displeasing to Him. He truly wants us to
come before Him with clean hands and pure hearts. Concerning sex as a weapon: Why
would anyone choose this? They can only see the act of sex as a way to pay back the
other who might be taking advantage of them in another area of the relationship. Then
it would appear to the wounded person who uses sex this way as if the only way to gain
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attention would be to give out sex on their terms, never to consider the other person a
soulmate.

Joining with any person in sexual dealings will produce soul connections. It doesn’t matter
how you both met; the joining is solely in a soulish way under spiritual connections. A
soul tie is not visible under your natural seeing. You cannot look at a person and tell that
they are in a sexual relationship with another.

Your husband or wife will not gauge what joinings you have become involved with. You
cannot hate that person, withhold sex, and still think God will be pleased. Do not think
you should be a sex slave with anyone. In this Kingdom work, your body belongs to
Yahweh.

The way you should see the mate you have joined in with is like an attachment to your
way; with this attachment, both share each other’s hurt and pain. Both share each other’s
burdens and feelings of great love and joy in the Great Holy Spirit. God’s love cannot
stem from how that other person is treating you, but a wounded heart tends to allow
that pain to filter through everything they deal with, leading them to feel justified in
withholding the one thing their spouse should get from them.

Some ignore their spouse for days or weeks and wonder why there is no longing to
engage. Why is sex such a great need? It is a built-in trait in humans, one that God
installed: a natural craving for this joining. This joining in sex is a needed desire in each
marriage. Come and look at what the Great Way wants in these moments. The way you
hurt others will not justify you. It would not be the best plan to keep hurtful dealings in
your spirit: The poison will infiltrate you, hardening your heart. Instead, seek God first to
learn how to deal with details.

Yahweh's way of release will not be with revenge, but He will make a way to bring
redemption into your whole way so you can heal. Let Yahweh show you any painful
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plotting you may have that could create a rift between you and your spouse. Seek
Yahweh. Wisdom can come forward in a greater measure. All you have to do is ask the
Helper to guide you into all truth. Even the pain of learning the real motive you carry
within will surely bring a good power shift so that you can grow deeper in God.

The bottom line: Yahweh created sex for marriage. Spouses under the covenant should
have freely yielded sexual acts under their jointly agreed-upon terms. There should be
freedom in the marriage bed, with God’s Kingdom honor in place under godly yielding.
God made the marriage covenant for a purpose. God created sex in marriage for a
purpose.

Yahweh cares about you and what will bring greater fulfillment in your marriage. Don't
be afraid to be truthful with God and your spouse concerning what will bring deeper
fulfillment. Make sure to seek Yahweh. I guarantee Yahweh will know which plans will
work well within your marriage covenant without putting you in awkward, uncomfortable
situations.
